Rules and Requlations

The applicant must be completing his or her
final year in a Nova Scotia high school and,
upon successful completion of high school
courses, has signified an intent to continue
her or his studies in art in a duly recognized
program (or setting) of higher learning in the
school year following award of the scholarship.

The applicant must submit two (2) unframed
original artworks. The artworks must also be
original in subject matter (please refer to the
section titled Appropriation and Plagiarism
in the Visual Arts 10/11 or Visual Arts 12
curriculum documents).

Artworks should be no larger than 30 x 40
inches, dealing with any subject or topic. Each
piece of work must be clearly marked (on back
of each piece) with the title, name, age, and
address of the applicant. Parcels should be
sent flat and well-protected.

Applicants will be advised of the results

via email. Ensure email address below

is clear. The recipient(s) of the award will

be recognized at the student'’s graduation
ceremonies. In September the recipient will
provide proof of enrolment, and a cheque will
be sent directly to the institution.

The applicant, while retaining ownership of
the work, assigns to this committee all rights
to display (physically and/or electronically) on
a non-commercial basis, all submissions for
a period up to 18 months, at which time the
applicant may retrieve his or her submitted
work. We would be pleased to display the
work for a longer period of time if the artist
consents. Our student gallery creates great
interest and appreciation from employees and
visitors to the department.
